Past

The farm was established in
1858

The Muggleton Family owned
the farm since the 1920’s

servancy purchased the farm
in December 2004

David Maistros & Mary Beth
Webster purchased the 17-
acre parcel, Woodside Farm,
that contains the farmhouse
and barn in June 2006

Present
Muggleton Farm is the largest
remaining undeveloped open
space in South Russell

It serves to recharge the Village’s
largest groundwater aquifer

WRLC and South Russell Vil-
lage, in partnership, are pursuing
federal funding and Clean Ohio
grant

WRLC will hold title to the 87
acres until all necessary funding
is acquired, at which time title will
be transferred to South Russell
Village

Public Funding Resources

South Russell Village and Western Reserve Land Conservancy are working in partnership to pursue sev-
eral public funding sources to complete the Muggleton Farm Project. WRLC has already submitted appli-
cations to the Land and Water Conservation Fund and the NatureWorks program on the Village’s behalf
and will be applying to the Clean Ohio Conservation Fund in October 2006. South Russell Village is work-
ing with Congressman LaTourette to seek federal appropriations. Demonstrated community support is criti-
cal to the success of any public funding grant application. For this reason, private contributions from resi-
dents in South Russell are extremely important, and will help the Village leverage other funding sources.

Connected Corridors

The South Russell landscape has faced intense development pressures from urban and residential sprawl.
WRLC developed a concept based on large critical resource areas connected by corridors of protected
properties that serve as “anchors” in the landscape. From an ecological standpoint, corridors are not only
important but necessary for the movement of wildlife and the establishment of territories and nesting habi-
tats. Corridors and large tracts of protected land also provide the greatest potential for groundwater re-
charge, filtering of nutrients and pollutants, and scenic beauty. Muggleton Farm is a linchpin parcel con-
necting Frohring Meadows to the West Woods corridor.
